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What are colleges looking for?

= Participation in extracurricular activities, community service/work hours

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Colleges look for rigor in the courses students take
They look to see students challenge themselves by taking additional courses in the content areas
They also require two years of a world language – this is a requirement for most colleges
Admissions committees will review course work, GPA and class rank as indicators of potential success at their schools
GPA and class rank are calculated at the end of the junior year
SAT and ACT are required exams for all Florida universities
This is another indicator that colleges look at in college preparedness
It is very important that students participate in activities outside of school – these could include volunteer work, employment, athletics, band, theater, something of interest to them
These activities give colleges insight into their interests, motivation, dedication, and leadership abilities
Community service hours and work hours also count towards Florida's Bright Futures Scholarship, which Dr. Dorantes will speak to later in the presentation



Courses come in 4 sizes

= Standard - satisfies all Florida Graduation requirements.
= Honors - faster paced and more rigorous than standard.

= Advanced Placement (AP) - College level courses. Potential increase in workload,
advanced reading and writing, more independent. AP Exam in May.

= Dual Enrollment (DE) - Actual college courses taken through UNF or SJRSC. Can be

virtual, on PYHS campus, or on the college campus.
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There are 4 types of courses here on campus
Standard college ready courses
Honors courses -- students need to meet certain requirements to enroll in an hours course/these classes move at a much faster pace and go a little deeper into the content, which may mean extra assignments
AP courses – these are college level courses which the potential for an increased workload/there is more advanced reading and writing/students are expected to be resourceful and active learners/much like college campus courses where students are expected to have a high level of engagement
Dual Enrollment – these are college courses taken thru UNF or SJRSC/they can be virtual or on campus or here at PVHS/there are the same student expectations in these courses as in AP courses



Honors/Accelerated Criteria - SJCSD

A student currently enrolled in an Honors/Accelerated course is eligible to continue
placement in an honors course if he/she has earned a Level 4 or 3 on State Assessments
and at least a C in current honors/accelerated course.

A student currently enrolled in a standard level course is eligible for placement in an honors
course if he/she has earned a Level 4 or 5 on State Assessments or earned an A in current
standard course.

A student earning a Level 3 on a State Assessment can be considered for placement in an
honors course if he/she has historical data to support placement or has received
administrative recommendation.
